SUBJECT: FUEL FILTER ASSEMBLY 222-366-621-103, 

UPGRADE OF. 
 
HELICOPTERS AFFECTED: Serial numbers 4 through 4690 and 5101 through 

5313. 
 
COMPLIANCE: At customer’s option.  
 
DESCRIPTION: 
 
Bell has received reports of reliability issues (leaks and deficiencies) with the impending 
bypass test switch on the head assembly of the airframe mounted fuel filter assembly 
222-366-621-103. This Technical Bulletin (TB) allows operators to either replace the 
222-366-621-103 fuel filter assembly with the 222-366-621-105 fuel filter assembly or 
modify the -103 fuel filter assembly to the -105 configuration by replacing the head 
assembly 1744990 with the new head assembly 2177100-30. The -103 and the -105 
fuel filter assemblies have no difference in their fit, form, or function. The new head 
assembly has a data plate attached to it, which includes the fuel filter assembly part 
number 222-366-621-105 and a serial number. When the head assembly is ordered 
separately, the serial number on the data plate has a suffix “S”, which identifies the fuel 
filter assembly 222-366-621-105 being field modified per this TB. When the entire fuel 
filter assembly 222-366-621-105 is ordered, the serial number suffix “S” is omitted from 
the data plate. 
 
The fuel filter assembly 222-366-621-105 replaces the -001, -003, -101 and -103 fuel 
filter assemblies as spare part. 
 
Applicability of this bulletin to any spare part shall be determined prior to its installation 
on an affected helicopter.

1. To be ordered when replacing the 222-366-621-001, -003, -101 or -103 fuel filter 

assembly with the -105 fuel filter assembly. 
2. To be ordered when modifying the 222-366-621-103 fuel filter assembly to the -105 

configuration and replacing the filter element at the same time. 
3. Replaces the 222-366-621-103 fuel filter assembly. 
4. Sub part of the fuel filter assembly 222-366-621-105. 
5. The fuel filter kit 1743645-03 consists of fuel filter element 222-366-643-001 (Qty 1), 

seal 222-366-644-001 (Qty 2) and packing MS29513-238 (Qty 1). 
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6. Item to be ordered in place of fuel filter kit 1743645-03 when modifying the 222-
366-621-103 fuel filter assembly to the -105 configuration without filter element 
replacement.

-NOTE- 
 

To minimize the downtime and the associated costs, this 
Technical Bulletin could be accomplished in conjunction with 
the fuel filter element servicing requirements (BHT-206A/B-
SERIES-MM, Chapter 12). 

 
1. Prepare the helicopter for maintenance. 

 
-NOTE- 

 
On early Model 206As and 206Bs the airframe mounted fuel 
filter was an auxiliary equipment kit per Service Instruction 
206-65. 

 
2. Remove the fuel filter assembly 222-366-621-001, -003, -101 or -103 (BHT-206A/B-

SERIES-MM, Chapter 28). 

 
-NOTE- 

 
Carry out step 3 through 5 only if you are modifying the 222-
366-621-103 fuel filter assembly to the -105 configuration. 
Otherwise, go to step 6. 

 
3. Remove the head assembly from the fuel filter assembly 222-366-621-103 (BHT-

206A/B-SERIES-MM, Chapter 28). 

 
-NOTE- 

 
Replacement of the fuel filter element is not required if it is 
serviceable. The fuel filter element can be replaced at this 
time as a convenience or it can be replaced at the next 
scheduled servicing interval (BHT-206A/B-SERIES-MM, 
Chapter 12). 
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4. If found not serviceable, replace the fuel filter element (4, Figure 2) (BHT-206A/B-
SERIES-MM, Chapter 28). 

5. Install the new fuel filter head assembly 2177100-30 (Figure 1) (BHT-206A/B-
SERIES-MM, Chapter 28). Torque the filter bowl to the head assembly at 130±20 
inch-pounds (14.7±2.3 Nm). 

6. Install the fuel filter assembly 222-366-621-105 (BHT-206A/B-SERIES-MM, Chapter 
28).  

7. Make an entry in the helicopter logbook and historical service records indicating 
compliance with this Technical Bulletin.
